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ATHLETIC ELIGIBILITY STATEMENT

Statement to be signed by the participant and by the participant’s parent or guardian

PARTICIPANT CODE OF RESPONSIBILITIES

• As a participant in the New Ulm Girls Fastpitch Softball Association (NUGFSA), I understand and accept the following responsibilities:

-- I will respect the rights and beliefs of others and will treat others with courtesy and consideration.

-- I will be fully responsible for my own actions and the consequences of my actions.

-- I will respect the property of others.

-- I will respect and obey the rules of the NUGFSA and the laws of my community, state and country.

-- I will show respect to those who are responsible for enforcing the rules of the association and the laws of my community, state and country.

A participant whose character or conduct violates the Participant Code of Responsibilities is not in good standing and is ineligible for a period of time as determined by the NUGFSA Board.

• Informed Consent: By its nature, participation in athletics includes risk of injury and the transmission of infectious diseases such as HIV and Hepatitis B.  Although serious injuries are not common and the risk of HIV transmission is almost nonexistent in supervised athletic programs, it is impossible to eliminate all risk.  Participants have the responsibility to help reduce that risk.  Participants must obey all safety rules, report all physical and hygiene problems to their coaches, follow a proper conditioning program, and inspect their own equipment daily.  PARENTS, GUARDIANS OR PARTICIPANTS WHO MAY NOT WISH TO ACCEPT THE RISK DESCRIBED IN THIS WARNING SHOULD NOT SIGN THIS FORM.  PARTICIPANTS MAY NOT PARTICIPATE IN NUGFSA-SPONSORED ACTIVITY WITHOUT THE STUDENT’S AND PARENT’S/GUARDIAN’S SIGNATURE.

*MOOD-ALTERING CHEMICALS

During the softball season, regardless of the quantity, a student shall not: (1) use or possess a beverage containing alcohol; (2) use or possess tobacco; or, (3) use or consume, have in possession, buy, sell, or giveaway any other controlled substance.  The softball season applies from tryouts to the end of the post season play.  It is not a violation for a participant to be in possession of a controlled substance specifically prescribed for the participant’s own use by her doctor.

Penalty:

•  First Violation: After confirmation of the first violation, the participant shall lose eligibility for the next two (2) consecutive games or two (2) weeks of the season, whichever is greater.  Penalties will carry over to the following season.  No exception is permitted for a participant who enters a treatment program.

•  Second Violation: After confirmation of the second violation, the participant shall lose eligibility for the next six (6) consecutive games or three (3) weeks, whichever is greater.  Penalties will carry over to the following season.  No exception is permitted for a participant who enters a treatment program.

•  Third and Subsequent Violations: After confirmation of the third or subsequent violations, the participant shall lose eligibility for the next twelve (12) consecutive games or four (4) weeks, whichever is greater.  Penalties will carry over to the following season.  If after the third or subsequent violations, the participant has been assessed to be chemically dependent and the participant on her own volition enters a chemical dependency program or treatment program, then the participant may be certified for reinstatement in NUGFSA activities after a minimum period of six (6) weeks.  Such certification must be issued by the director of a chemical dependency treatment center.

•  Accumulative Penalties: Penalties shall be accumulative beginning with the first participation in a NUGFSA activity and continuing through the participant’s career.

•  Denial Disqualification: A participant shall be disqualified from NUGFSA for nine (9) additional weeks beyond the participant’s original period of ineligibility when the participant denies violation of the rule, is allowed to participate and then is subsequently found guilty of the violation.

•  Violations will only be investigated based on information from an authorized reporter including but not limited to Law Enforcement Officials, NUGFSA Board Members, and Coaches.

• By signing this we acknowledge that we have read the above information.

The participant/parent authorizes the release of documents and other pertinent information in order to determine eligibility.
